January 2013 Financials 

Highlights 
 
 
GENERAL FUND 
 

Revenues: 
General Fund revenues earned through the end of January, before transfers in, totaled $8,847,459, 
which exceeded projections by $221,344 and represents 2.6% of the year-to-date budget. This 
compares to $8,643,616 received during the same period last year, indicating revenues are up by 2.4% 
over last year. The following is a summary of the revenues recorded by category: 
 

 
 
• Franchise Tax:  Franchise taxes recorded through January represent actual receipts for those 

taxes collected thus far and include estimated taxes for those receipts not yet collected. Revenues 
recorded through January, totaling $446,091, fell short of YTD projections by $48,116 or 9.7% of 
budget, and down 6.6% from revenues earned during the same period last year. 

 
• Hotel/ Motel Tax:   Hotel/motel tax earned through January is estimated at $55,353, which 

exceeded YTD budget by $1,003, or 1.8%. Based on estimates, revenues are up 1.9% over last 
year for the same period. 

 
• Sales & Use Tax:   Sales tax totaling $5,955,380 recorded through January represents actual year-

to-date revenues earned through January 15th and estimated revenues (based on budget) recorded 
during the latter half of the month. Accrued sales tax revenues exceeded projections by $227,225 
or 4.0% of YTD budget. Year-to-date accrued use tax revenues (recorded in the same manner as 
that of sales tax) exceeded projections by $94,465 or 58.1% of YTD budget. 

 
• Charges for Service:  Revenue from Inspections fees exceeded budget by $10,752 and park and 

recreation fees are up by $10,649 due to increases in annual memberships and rentals. Court costs 
and penalties fell short of projections by $14,024 or 12.5% of YTD budget. 

 
• Other Revenues:  Revenue earned from Insure Oklahoma for health insurance reimbursements 

was below projections YTD by $8,122 or 8.7% as a result of a delay in the receipt of the January 
payment.

General Fund Revenues & Transfers In
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Expenditures: 
General Fund expenditures, before transfers, through January totaled $6,635,314. This represents 
51.9% of the annual budget. Expenditures incurred before transfers during the same time last year 
totaled $5,806,113 or 57.1% of that year’s annual budget. Overall, General Fund expenditures, before 
transfers, were up $829,201 or 14.3% from same period last year. 
 

 
 
• Personal Services: Regular salaries and related taxes and benefits were under budget $76,860 

mainly due to vacant positions. In addition, Workers compensation and group health insurance 
premiums were lower than expected. 

 
• Materials & Supplies: Motor fuel expenditures contribute $62,669 in savings due to less 

consumption than estimated and lower than estimated fuel purchase price per gallon. Other items 
that contribute to this favorable budget variance include building maintenance ($31,720) vehicle 
maintenance ($16,552), and various other minor variances. 

 
• Other Charges & Services: Insurance premiums were over budget by $988 due to timing of 

expenditures versus allocated budget, but overall expenditures were within the annual budgeted 
amount. Professional services were down by $11,240. Utilities were under budget by $95,698. 

 
• Capital Outlay:  Machinery and Equipment was over budget YTD due to timing of expenditures 

versus allocated budget, but overall expenditures were within the annual budgeted amount. The 
majority of the budgeted capital expenditures included in this category is tied to grant spending, and 
has not yet been fully spent at 67% of annual budget.

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MUNICIPAL AUTHORITY 
 
 Revenues: 

Combined Municipal Authority operating revenues through January totaled $8,715,608, which reflect an 
$833,590 favorable budget variance, representing 10.6% of the annual budget. Revenues also 
exceeded prior year revenues by $678,406 or 8.4%. The following is a summary of the year-to-date 
revenues recorded by category: 
 

 
 
• Water:  Water volume billed through January exceeded projections by 11.2% and exceeded prior 

year volume billed YTD by 6.6%; average billed rate per thousand gallons at $6.52 fell short of the 
projected rate of $6.53. Average volume billed per customer exceeded projections by 12.3%. 
Residential volume billed through January is up 3.7% over last year, with commercial volume up 
23% over last year. Overall, water revenues exceeded YTD projections by $596,815 or 13.6% and 
exceeded prior year revenues by 8.7%. 

 
• Wastewater: Wastewater volume billed through January exceeded projections by 1.7% and 

exceeded prior year volume billed by 2.8%; the average rate per thousand gallons was $5.26, up 
from the projected rate of $5.08. Volume per customer exceeded projections by 1.1% and prior year 
by 1.7%. Overall, wastewater revenues were up by 4.1% of the annual budget and up 6.5% from 
prior year. 
 

• Solid Waste: Year-to-date revenues earned from residential customers exceeded projections by 
2.8%, while revenues earned from commercial accounts exceeded projections by 8.0%. Overall, 
revenues exceeded projections by 4.0% and exceeded prior year revenues by 5.8%. 

 
• Stormwater:  Year-to-date revenues earned from stormwater fees exceeded projections by 10.7%, 

and exceeded prior year revenues by 21.8%. 
 
• Airport: Charges for services are flat compared to last year, exceeding projections by 0.8%. 

Revenues earned from resale supplies exceeded budget by 82.8% due to higher-than-projected 
aviation fuel resale revenues as a result of higher average sales price per gallon sold. Year-to-date 
aviation fuel sales by volume are down 977 gallons compared to the same 12-month period last 
year, with fewer good weather flying days in January compared to last year. The average sales 
price per gallon thus far this year is up by 2.0%. 

 
• Golf Course: The total number of rounds played through January was 977, 19.4% below with the 

1,212 rounds played during the same time last year of 1212. Average green fees earned per round 
was $10.76, which fell short of the average green fees earned per round during the same time last 
year of $11.21. However, year-to-date revenues were 8.7% above projections through January and 
7.0% above prior year-to-date revenues.

Combined Municipal Authority Operating Revenues
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Expenses: 
Combined Municipal Authority Utility Funds’ expenses, before transfers, through the month of 
January totaled $4,057,472, which represents 44.9% of the annual budget. Expenses incurred during 
the same period last year totaled $4,131,448, which represented 47.0% of the annual budget. Airport 
expenses totaled $212,523, which represents 52.3% of the annual budget. FY-12 expenses incurred 
during this same period were $198,589, which represented 56.5% of that year’s annual budget. 
Finally, Golf Course expenses were $337,838, which equals 45.7% of the annual budget.  
FY-12 YTD expenses totaled $344,181, or 49.5% of that year’s annual budget. 
 
Overall, combined expenses of $4,607,833 reflected a decrease from the $4,674,218 expenses 
incurred during the same period in FY12 by $66,385 or -1.4%.

Combined Municipal Authority Expenditures & Transfers Out
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• Personal Services (combined): Regular salaries were down by $166,368 due to vacancies. Other 

items that contribute to this Personal Services budget savings include overtime at $6,232 and group 
insurance in the amount of $42,576. Workers Comp insurance was under budget by $39,170 and 
training & travel was also down by $24,177.  

 
• Materials & Supplies (combined): Chemicals supplies were under budget by $81,255. Motor fuel 

& lubricants was down $53,587 due to lower than expected consumption and lower than budgeted 
fuel prices. Water distribution and wastewater collection expense was also down by $176,298. 

 
• Other Charges & Services (combined): Property and liability insurance premiums exceeded 

budget by $32,975 due to timing of expenditures versus allocated budget. Professional services 
were down $77,884. Maintenance and service contracts were under budget by $39,060. Other 
contracts and services (including landfill expense in the Solid Waste department) were under 
budget by $89,983 so far this year.
